= Lloyds TBS Foundation funds charities that help disadvantaged people in the UK play
a fuller role in the community. It funds running costs (including salaries and core services),
has no maximum funding amount and provides funding for up to three years. Read the
guidelines then complete the eligibility questionnaire. If eligible, you will be contacted to take
the application further. For help completing the questionnaire, phone 0870 411 1223.
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=#| The Barrow Cadbury Trust's new funding criteria focuses on projects in the West
Midlands that work with young people as well as those involved with migrant
communities. They have three funding streams: small grants up to £3,000, minor grants up
to £10,000 and major grants over £10,000. If the funding criteria are met, a two or three page
outline proposal should be submitted. The grants team will respond in one month. To discuss
the funding criteria, phone 020 7632 9068.

== | Trusthouse Charitable Foundation provides funding to community projects in areas of
urban deprivation (in the lowest 20%) that provide community support or services for
those with disabilities. Beneficiaries can include a wide variety of people including young
people, older people and ex-offenders. Their fast track scheme awards up to £5,000 within six
to eight weeks of applying while the larger grants of £5,000-£30,000 can take up to four
months.

= In many urban communities there is a major need for children and youth work and this
provides an opportunity for churches to put their faith into action. The Springfield Project
Children’s Centre in Birmingham is located in a Muslim-majority community and is
unique in that it has maintained its Christian practice and identity. It is a children’s centre
with support from the council and the Muslim community even though it uses Bible stories with
children. Read the inspiring story of its development, lessons learnt and the challenges it
faces with prayer.

== | Forgiveness plays an important part in overcoming conflict and churches have an excellent
opportunity to respond to the violence in their communities by hosting The F Word: Images of
Forgiveness exhibition. A thought-provoking collection of stories from victims and
perpetrators of violence, the exhibition is supported by Archbishop Desmond Tutu and
features many UK stories.
